As faithful members of the Lord's church, we take pride in the slogan, "Let us
speak where the Scriptures speak and remain silent where the Scriptures are si-
lent." We insist upon having a "Thus saith the Lord" for all that we do in our ser-
vice to and worship of the Almighty God. Whenever any topic in religion is be-
ing discussed, our first question is, "What does the Bible say?" This same ap-
proach must be taken in answering the question, "Why do mission work?" Is
there a Biblical basis for missions? If so, what is it? In this lecture, we shall see
that the subject we commonly call "missions" is not a mere option, an "extra"
that we as God's people can choose to do or not do as we wish, but that it is a
vital part of the entire scheme of redemption. Indeed, God's plan to save man is
not complete without "missions." It shall be our purpose to show that the Biblical
basis of mission is rooted in, and grows out of, the following: the sinfulness of
man; God's gracious plan to save man; the death, burial, and resurrection of
Christ to procure man's salvation; the fact that Jesus Christ is man's Saviour and
only hope; the Great Commission as the means by which men learn of salvation
in Christ; and the church, the blood bought body of Christ, as the vehicle which
carries out the Commission.

THE SINFULNESS OF MAN

The Biblical basis of missions is found in the sinfulness of man. The modern
mind does not recognize sin for what it is. Modern psychology pictures sin
merely as "deviation from the norm" or "anti-social behavior." It is thought to be
a result of poor environment or lack of privilege. The Word of God, however,
makes it clear that sin is a "transgression of God's law" (I John 3:4). It is a failure
to do the right that we know we ought to do (Jas. 4:17). It is a violation of one's
conscience (Rom. 14:23). Sin originated with Satan and made its first appearance
in the Garden of Eden (Gen. 2:16,17). Furthermore, the Bible teaches that sin is
universal "For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God" (Rom. 3:23).
Sin separates man from God (Isa. 59:1,2). It brings about spiritual death, and ul-
timately, eternal separation from God (Rom. 6:23; Rev. 21:8). The gospel of
Christ is the only antidote for sin (Rom. 1:16). It must be preached to sinful man
if he is to be saved (Rom. 10:13-15). Therefore, the Biblical basis of missions is
found in the sinfulness of man.

GOD'S PLAN TO SAVE MAN

The Biblical basis of missions is found in God's plan to
save man from his sins. God's plan to save lost, fallen
humanity through Christ was not a mere afterthought. It
was purposed by God from eternity (Eph. 3:9-11). Jesus
Christ is "the Lamb of God slain from the foundation of
the world" (Rev. 13:8). God's plan was set in motion in
the Garden of Eden. Following the first sin, God told Sa-
tan that He would "put enmity between thee and the
woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall
bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel" (Gen. 3:
15) . The “seed of t he w
head" of Satan would one day come into the world. His
lincage was through Seth, the son of Adam, down
through Shem, the son of Noah (Luke 3:23-38). Abra-
ham, a descendant of Shem, was chosen to be the father
of the nation through which the promised seed would
come into the world (Gen. 12: 1-3; 17: 17; Gal. 3: 16).
The lineage of the promised seed was further narrowed
when the tribe of Judah was chosen (Gen. 49: 10). Next,
the family of Jesse was chosen out of all Judah (I Sam.
16: 1; Isa. 11:1,2). Finally, David was chosen from the
eight sons of Jesse (I Sam. 1611 1; I1 Sam. 7:12,13; Acts
2:30; Luke 1:32; 2:10-11). As God's plan to redeem
fallen man continued to unfold it was foretold to the
house of David that "a virgin shall conceive and bear a
son, and shall call his name Immanuel" (Isa. 7:13-14).
This was fulfilled when the "seed of woman," Jesus
Christ7 was born of the virgin, Mary, in Bethlehem of
Judah (Matt. 1:22,23; Mic. 5:2; Gal. 4:4,5). God's plan to
save sinful man is succinctly summed up in the "Golden
Text of the Bible"-* For God so | ove
gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in
him should not perish, but have everlasting life" (John
3:16). God's eternal purpose in sending the Saviour must
be made known by the church to the world (I Tim. 3: 15).
