“ITS BIBLICAL BASIS”II

ROD RUTHERFORD
THE DEATH, BURIAL,
AND RESURRECTION OF CHRIST

The Biblical basis of missions is found in the death, burial and resur-
rection of the Lord Jesus Christ. The atoning death of the Christ was in view in
the Garden of Eden when it was said that the seed of Satan (those who do Satan's
will-John 8:44) would "bruise the heel" (bring about the death) of the "seed of
the woman" (Jesus the Christ). God's spokesman Isaiah vividly describes in a
prophetic passage the passion of our Lord: Surely he hath born our griefs, and
carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God and af-
flicted. But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our inig-
uities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are
healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own
way; and the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of us all (Isa. 53;4-6). The writer
of Hebrews tells us that Jesus "was made a little lower than the angels for the
suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God
should taste death for every man" (Heb. 2:9). Christ became man that He might
die for all men. Paul sums up very simply God's purpose for sending Christ into
the world by stating, "Him who knew no sin, he made to be sin on our behalf that
we might become the righteousness of God in him" (Il Cor. 5:21-ASV). How-
ever, if Christ had merely died as all men die, to remain in the grave, there would
be no purpose of His death or power to save us. Death did not long hold the Son
of God, for on the third day, God raised Him back to life (John 2:18-22; 20:1-
10). Paul wrote of Jesus that He was "declared to be the Son of God with power,
according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead" (Rom. 1:4).
Jesus' death, burial, and resurrection form the very cornerstone of the gospel and
the foundation of our hope (I Cor. 15: 1-20). This is the gospel which must be
preached to every creature (Mark 16:16). Therefore, the Biblical basis of mis-
sions is found in the death, burial, and resurrection of the Son of God!

CHRIST: THE ONLY SAVIOUR

The Biblical basis of missions is found in the fact that
Christ is the only Saviour, mankind's only hope for salva-
tion! Jesus Himself said: "I am the way, the truth, and the
life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me" (John
14:6). Salvation is only in the name of Christ (Acts
4:11,12). All spiritual blessings are in Him (Eph. 1:3).
This includes remission of sins and the promise of eternal
life (Eph. 1:7; I John 5: 11,12; 2:25). Further, Jesus is the
only mediator between God and man (I Tim. 2:5). There
are some, even in the Lord's church, who have the mis-
taken idea that the heathen who have never heard will
somehow be saved in their ignorance without obedience
to the saving gospel. If one can be saved outside of
Christ, it means that one can be saved without the truth
(John 8132; 17:17). It means that one can be saved out-
side the body of Christ which is the church (Acts 20:28;
Eph. 1:22,23; 4:4; 5:23). In addition, if one can be saved
without the gospel, it means that one can be saved on his
own merit, apart from the grace of God (Eph. 2:8.,9; Gal.
2:21). Finally, if it is possible for a heathen to be saved in
his ignorance, it means that obedience to Christ is not
essential to salvation (Heb. 5:8,9). The erroneous doc-
trine believed by some brethren that the heathen will be
saved in their ignorance makes God a respecter of per-
sons (Acts 10:34,35). If God could save one person in
His ignorance, why could not He save all in their igno-
rance? If He saves some apart from the gospel but con-
demns others who do not obey it, has He not become a
respecter of persons? The false view that God will save
the heathen in their ignorance actually makes God a liar
(Tit. 1:2; Heb. 6:18) for He plainly taught that the one
who "believeth not shall be damned" (Mark 16116) and
that at His coming, those who "know not God and that
obey not the gospel" will be lost (I1 Thess. 1:8). In fact,
this whole concept makes a mockery out of the Great
Commission (Mark 16:15,16), for if the heathen are
saved in their ignorance, we do them a disservice by
obeying God in taking the gospel to them. If they were
saved in their ignorance, when they hear the gospel, they
are lost if they reject it. Therefore, we should have done
them the favor of disobeying God by not taking the gos-
pel to them as He commanded (Matt. 28:19,20). Such
shallow thinking is unworthy of followers of Christ and
is merely a way for us to salve our consciences for our
disobedience and indifference in neglecting to carry the
gospel to every creature! The Biblical basis of missions is
found in the fact that Jesus Christ is the only hope for
mankind and that Christians are charged with the task of
making Him known to all men!
