THE GREAT COMMISSION

The Biblical basis of missions is found in what is commonly called
"the Great Commission" of our Lord Jesus Christ. The Great Commission is
found in Matthew 28:18-20, Mark 16: 15,16, and Luke 24:46,47. A synthesis
of these three parallel passages produces the following pertinent points: 1)
The gospel is to be preached, for it alone is the power of God unto salvation
(Rom. 1: 16). 2) The gospel is to be preached to all the world, every nation,
and every creature. Since all accountable beings have sinned (Rom. 3123)
and the gospel is God's only power to save, every accountable being must
hear the gospel. 3) The response to the preaching of the gospel is faith in Je-
sus Christ as the Son of God (John 8:24), repentance from all past sins (Luke
13~3; Acts 2:38), confession that Christ is the Son of God (Rom. 10:9,10),
and baptism into the name of the Father, of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit for
the remission of sins (Acts 22:16; Rom. 6:4; I Cor. 12:13; Gal. 3:26~27e,t c.).
To understand that the Great Commission is a continuing charge to faithful
followers of Jesus Christ unto the end of the world, please observe Paul's
command to Timothy, "And the things that thou hast heard of me among
many witnesses, the same commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to
teach others also" (Il Tim. 2:2). Paul taught Timothy. Timothy was told to
teach others, who, in turn, would teach others. Thus, the teaching process
would continue from individual to individual and from generation to genera-
tion. This is mission work! The scope of the Great Commission is seen in that
it includes: 1) All the world; 2) All nations; 3) Every creature. There are five
billion souls alive today. We will not have fulfilled the Great Commission
until each one of them has had the gospel preached to him. Truly, the Biblical
basis of missions is found in the Great Commission!

THE CHURCH OF CHRIST

The church, the blood bought body of Jesus
Christ (Acts 20:28), is challenged with the crucial
call to make the gospel known. No other people or
institution has this challenge. We must be true to this
tremendous task, or else the purpose of Christ's com-
ing into the world to die for our sins will be in vain.
Paul wrote to Timothy that the house of God is "the
church of the living God, the pillar and ground of
the truth" (I Tim. 3:15).The church has the privilege
and purpose of proclaiming to lost, sinful, dying hu-
manity the truth, which alone can make free (John
8:32). The church is charged with the challenge of
both defending and extending the saving truth of the
gospel. The Biblical basis of missions is found in
this, the reason for which the church of Christ exists!
What a privilege to be a part of God's plan to save
man! The redeeming message has not been commit-
ted to the hands of angels but has been commis-
sioned to the hand of men-our hands-to preach to the
whole world. No one has ever caught the spirit of
that exalted privilege better than brother J. M.
McCaleb who sacrificially spent half a century
preaching Christ in Japan. Brother McCaleb penned
the following poignant words pertaining to this
privilege:

Of one the Lord has made the race:
Through one has come the fall;
Where sin has gone must go His grace;
The gospel is for all.

Say not the heathen are at home;
Beyond we have no call;

For why should we be blest alone?
The gospel is for all.
Received ye freely, freely give;
From every land they call;
Unless they hear, they cannot live;
