WORLD EVANGELISM 

"ITS MOTIVATION" I

Volumes have been penned by countless authors on the subject of moti-

vation. "Motivation" is like a magic word which, when properly understood and 

applied, may bring riches to the poor and success to the salesman. But what 

about salvation to the sinner? Does the Bible offer motivation to the lost soul to 

seek forgiveness? Does God's Word recognize the need for motivating Christians 

to seek the lost, and, if so, what is that motivation? What part does motivation 

play in the matter of world evangelism? When one studies the Bible with the 

proper attitude of mind, one cannot help but see that God specifically seeks to 

motivate man in the most effective manner. Certainly one may recognize fear as 

a motivation when one reads of the realities of hell. One may also discern duty as 

related to motivation when one reads the Scriptures. Jesus said, "So likewise ye, 

when ye shall have done all those things which are commanded you, say, We are 

unprofitable servants: we have done that which was our duty to do" (Luke 17: 

10). But fear is not the primary motivator, for John declares that " . . .perfect love 

casteth out fear" (I John 4: 18). And duty stems from the servant-master relation-

ship, a relationship into which one enters based upon the greater motivating fac-

tor, love. In I John 4:19, the apostle of love declares, "We love him, because he 

first loved us." Reciprocal love based upon a full appreciation of God's love for 

man is that which motivates supremely. The overall theme of this lectureship, 

"The Love of God and Man's Response," obviously recognizes this principle. 

The key, however, in this motivational process is man's appreciation of God's 

love. Man must apply himself to specific Bible study in order to gain that appre-

ciation of the nature of God and, especially, His goodness to man. Man must 

comprehend God's goodness; then the appreciation of that goodness must grow 

within him until gratitude finds fruition and flows back to the throne of heaven, 

manifesting itself in loving, willing obedience to the Father. This is the service 

that God desires-that which stems from a heart filled to overflowing with grati-

tude for God's goodness! In Deuteronomy 28:45-47, Moses spoke of the curses 

that would come upon God's people because of disobedience. However, in pro-

nouncing them He added this key statement in verse 47: "Because thou  
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servedst not the Lord thy God with joyfulness, and 

with gladness of heart, for the abundance of all things." 

God wanted His people to serve Him willingly, based 

upon their recognition of His abundant goodness in 

providing for them in all things. Time and again God 

reminded Israel of  the provisions made for them at 

the hand of a loving and protective Father. Yet, time 

and again, they turned their backs upon that goodness. 

In Psalm 107 there is a beautiful depiction of God's 

goodness which is worthy of study. This psalm is simi-

lar in theme to the two preceding psalms, which also 

call upon the reader to praise the Lord for His good-

ness and mercy. But one may find several key verses 

in Psalm 107 which should heighten one's understand-

ing and appreciation of the wonderful goodness and 

mercy of God, and the Christian may apply these 

words of the ancient writer to his life today. The 

psalmist begins with the call to "...give thanks unto the 

Lord for he is good: for his mercy endureth for ever." 

From this initial verse he proceeds, in verses 2-7, to 

describe God's goodness in redemption. "Let the re-

deemed of the Lord say so, whom he hath redeemed 

from the hand of the enemy" (verse 2). Christians, 

above all others, should praise God for His mercy and 

goodness in delivering us from Satan, our greatest en-

emy. Although a mortal enemy may rob us of physical 

life, our spirits may be safe in the hands of a loving 

Saviour, whose goodness toward us was manifested in 

the sacrifice of Himself for our sins. What gratitude 

this should produce within us! And gratitude should be 

seen and heard by those around us! "Let the redeemed 

of the Lord say so." What should dominate the conver-

sation of the Christian? Should he not be more con-

cerned with treasures in heaven than with temporal 

things on earth. Should not his speech and manner of 

life reflect such a concern? And if gratitude for re-

demption is fully felt, should not his desire be to seek 

others who have not yet known salvation from sin and 

the joy of Christian living? The saved need to remem-

ber their plight, before God's goodness made possible 

their redemption. Notice verses 4 and 5 of Psalm 107: 

"They wandered in the wilderness in a solitary way; 

they found no city to dwell in. Hungry and thirsty, 

their soul fainted in them." Before Christ, all men were 

spiritual wanderers looking for solace but without suc-

cess. But God's goodness made possible the ultimate 

and complete deliverance from sin to those who turned 

to Him.
