WORLD EVANGELISM
"ITS MOTIVATION" 11

"Then they cried unto the Lord in their trouble, and he delivered them
out of their distresses. And he led them forth by the right way, that they might go
to a city of habitation" (verses 6 and 7). What a beautiful picture of the goodness
and mercy of God! God hears the cry of the penitent, obedient child and delivers
him out of his distress. And verse 7 points out that God continues to lead His
child by the "right way" toward the ultimate goal of the redeemed, is the city of
habitation." For the Christian, that city is that "which hath foundations, whose
builder and maker is God" (Heb. 11: 10). Then we may see a key verse in Psalm
107, which is repeated three other times in the psalm. In verse 8, the psalmist
declares, "Oh that men would praise the Lord for his goodness, and for his won-
derful works to the children of men!" As one examines the verse following verse
8, one may see a reason for praising God. Verse 9 reveals, "For he satisfieth the
longing soul, and filleth the hungry soul with goodness." The language of this
verse brings to mind the beatitude, "Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst
after righteousness: for they shall be filled" (Matt. 5:6). God's goodness has
prompted Him to reveal to man the plan by which man may be good! If man will
but desire the spiritual food which God has made available in abundance, his
hungry soul shall be filled. And Jesus assured all that, ". . .if any man will do his
will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of
myself" (John 7:17). When one has drunk from the fountain of living water and
has tasted the good Word of God, the satisfaction derived therefrom produces the
gratitude and praise of which the psalmist speaks. In verse 15 of Psalm 107, the
words of verse 8 are repeated, and again they are followed by another reason for
praising the goodness of God. Verse 16 relates: "For he hath broken the gates of
brass, and cut the bars of iron in sunder." Here is the figure of the fullness of for-
giveness offered to penitent man through the mercy of God. God's omnipotence
is depicted in this verse, and it reassures the child of God in any age that God has
given to him the strength to overcome any difficulty. Thus, absolute and com-
plete forgiveness comes from God, who then continues to provide strength in
trials as we live for Him. God assures the penitent believer, , in Hebrews 8:12,
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"For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their
sins and their iniquities will I remember no more." And
for the faithful follower there is the knowledge expressed
in Philippians 4:13, "I can do all things through Christ
which strengtheneth me." Does not this fullness of for-
giveness and assurance of strength to endure produce
within the heart gratitude and love which springs forth in
praise to the Lord "for his goodness, and for his wonder-
ful works to the children of men!"? Then in verses 21 and
31 of Psalm 107, one again finds these words: "Oh that
men would praise the Lord for his goodness, and for his
wonderful works to the children of men!" And following
each of these verses is a statement which depicts the logi-
cal outgrowth of recognizing God's goodness vibrant
worship! Verse 22 reads, "And let them sacrifice the sac-
rifices of thanksgiving, and declare his works with rejoic-
ing." Then, in verse 32, "Let them exalt him also in the
congregation of the people, and praise him in the assem-
bly of the elders." Here, there is seen worship and praise
growing out of gratitude, a thanksgiving that is publicly
and willingly expressed to God because of His goodness
toward man. Worship to God cannot be acceptable unless
the whole heart is involved. As Jesus said, "God is a
Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in
spirit and in truth”

Contrast

God uses many illustrations to show us the reality
of our behavior. He also shows us the consequences of our
actions by illustrations. Isaiah and Jeremiah used the jackal
to show how the promised land of Israel would be changed
after Israel had been captured and carried away. The jackal
roamed in packs and fed on carrion left by other animals.
The jackals were very cowardly and lived where the coun-
tryside was desolate and barren.

The Holy Spirit gives us another way to make sure
that we clearly understand His teachings. When we read
about prayer, the Word uses contrast to show us the accept-
able prayer and the unacceptable prayer. The Pharisee
prayed that he was thankful that he was so much better than
other men. The contrast was the publican who would not lift
his eyes toward heaven and prayed that God would be mer-
ci ful to him a sinner. O
acceptable to God. This example is found in Luke 18.
