WORLD EVANGELISM 

"ITS MOTIVATION" III

Vibrant worship involves worshipping from the heart, with our minds in 

tune with the purpose for that praise and adoration. And God has abundantly sup-

plied the motivation in His goodness and "his wonderful works to the children of 

men." But the psalmist reveals the need for actively looking for the manifesta-

tions of God's goodness. In the final verse of Psalm 107, he points out, "Whoso 

is wise, and will observe these things, even they shall understand the lovingkind-

ness of the Lord." Man has a tendency to overlook the source of his blessings. 

Referring to the time when God's people would settle in the land of Canaan, en-

joying the physical blessings of that inheritance, Moses warned, "Then beware 

lest thou forget the Lord, which brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, from 

the house of bondage" (Deut. 6: 12). True wisdom is reflected in those who look 

for the good that God has done, and who allow that knowledge to motivate them 

to continued obedience. "Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, 

and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, nei-

ther shadow of turning" (Jas. 1 : 17). In Romans 2:4, Paul asks, "Or despisest 

thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing 

that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?" It is ironic that many in 

today's world allow their concept of the goodness of God to lead them to disobe-

dience rather than to repentance. Many act as though they believe that God is so 

good He will not possibly condemn them, whether or not they conform to His 

will. While one is to accentuate God's goodness and to allow it to motivate one to 

obey, one must not deceive oneself concerning God's nature. Paul again points 

out in Romans 11:22, "Behold, therefore the goodness and severity of God: on 

them which fell, severity; but toward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his 

goodness: otherwise thou also shall be cut off." One must not be deceived by 

thinking that God is so good that He will not punish. God is so good that he does 

not desire to punish anyone. However, God is perfect in justice and cannot over-

look sin for which man will not repent. However, the proper concept of God's 

nature allows the goodness of God to be seen and appreciated constantly by man, 

and that gratitude translates into obedience to God's revealed will. And if the 

goodness of God leads one to repentance, should not that same goodness lead 

one to go into all the world with the good news of salvation? "Oh that men 

would praise the Lord for his goodness, and for his wonderful works to the chil-

dren of men!" (Psm. 107:8,15,21,31). This is the psalmist's worthy wish for the 

world! But the world must hear of the good news of salvation made possible 

through the goodness of God. Therefore: "Let the redeemed of the Lord say so, 

whom he hath redeemed from the hand of the enemy." 
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                                     Birds of Prey 
 

 Our family has gathered in the living room for our 

evening devotion. We were seated in a circle with Bibles 

open to the scripture we were to study that evening. Just as I 

started to ask my son to open the study with a prayer, the 

phone rang. The family waited patiently while I disposed of 

the intruder. We settled down again...and the phone rang. 

After hanging up this time, I took the phone off the hook 

and we weren’t interrupted again. 

 So many things interfere with our attempts to wor-

ship God that sometimes we just quit trying. But we can 

take comfort in an example that Abraham set for us centu-

ries ago. He had the same problem, and shows us the solu-

tion. After he laid out his animal sacrifice to God, “Then 
birds of prey came down on the carcasses, but Abram drove 

them away.” (Genesis 15:11). When something attempts to 

steal our offering to God, we are to drive it away, or to re-

move it. We want God to receive our offering. 

 But how do you remove some things that are keep-

ing you from proper worship? In your private worship you 

might do as we did that time. Maybe put a “Don’t Disturb!” 

sign on your door, turn out all lights but the ones you need, 

take the phone off the hook, turn off your cell phones and 

anything that detracts. Allow yourself plenty of time to just 

“calm down” from all the things that have pressured you all 

day. Just relax, alone with God. 

 In your corporate worship with other brethren you 

might find it more difficult to control the environment in 

which you worship but remember each of us has the same 

problem, therefore, each has the same responsibility to the 

rest. For instance, coming in late will distract the attention 

of many and inconvenience those whom you must disturb to 

get to your seat. Running in and out during the worship may 

be necessary, but it is also disturbing, it should be avoided if 

possible. Any attempt we might make to use the service for 

vain personal reasons will steal the worship from the others. 

 And then, our leaders have a responsibility to pro-

tect our offering from prey. They should select only those to 

lead us who are capable and who are willing to take the nec-

essary time to prepare themselves and who will dedicate 

themselves to helping us in our effort to worship God ac-

ceptably. If they see our worship as just a ritual, and not an 

opportunity for each of us to grow spiritually, we fall prey 

to them. If they try to inject their agenda into our worship, it 

is destructive to our offering. 

 Let us be assured that Satan is in our assembly 

every time we meet. He would like to devour our worship, 

so we must be conscious of this and work as hard as Abra-

ham did to protect our offering. But we must also realize 

that no one, and nothing, is perfect. We must be capable of 

overcoming any temptation to become over critical, self-

righteous, and perfectionists, or we might end up being the 

prey to our own worship!
